This course provides a conceptual foundation in Sustainable Finance providing an overview
on the evolution, frameworks, terminology and approaches adopted by investors in order
to integrate Social and Responsible considerations in their portfolios (from exclusions to
ESG factors’ integration and engagement/stewardship). Participants will take away a solid
grasp on the theory and practice of sustainable investing, exploring related investment
strategies (and related challenges) and industry trends across all asset classes.
